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Executive Summary

The 2006 Counselor Education Technology Resources Survey retrieved information from the 2006 master’s level cohort about technology resources available from personal, private and Oregon State University sources.  Overall, it is clear that the 12 community track and 13 School track students are using a wide range of resources and that OSU is a major provider.

All students had computers at home and 92% of them had internet access. 80% of all students had high speed internet access. More than have of the students surveyed used the wireless system in the College of Education to get access to the internet.  68% of students ((17 of 25) used the same laptop computer at home and at OSU to do their work.  Only those students that did not have internet access at home did not access OSU student resources from home.  80% of students used OSU’s computer labs; 32% of students used OSUware software bundle; 8% of students used Resnet; 48% of students used ONID’s web authoring tools; 80% of students used OSU’s webmail system; %52 of students used the Interlibrary Loan system to retrieve materials.

All students used OSU’s Blackboard resource indicating that professors in the program are utilizing this teaching resource.  All but one student indicated that they used electronic databases and journals.  Both of these are very positive indicators of the programs utilization of technological resources.  It may, however, be helpful to instruct these students on how to receive electronic journals via the interlibrary loan system.

84% of students reported that they had access to a computer at their internship site. 2 students said they did not and others commented that the question was not applicable.  60% of students had access to the internet at their practicum or internship site.  12% said they did not and 28% did not answer the question.

20% of students used outside web authoring tools, all students had personal email accounts separate from OSU’s webmail system; 24% of students used remote access as a resource.

Only 8% of students used blogs related to counseling.  It may be a worthwhile venture for faculty to have as an assignment the creation of some type of blog, so that students can become more familiar with this resource as it applies to counseling. Students may be able to learn how this resource can be used in a school setting.  It may also be useful for students to be instructed and given assignments related to online and paper surveys so that these resources can be utilized for needs assessment in the school or community setting.
